•	Have a weekly family read-aloud night. Make it extra 

special by setting up a “cozy spot” with blankets and pillows 

on the floor, setting up string lights, or using flashlights to 

read together. Get the kids’ favorite snacks on those  

nights or rotate who gets to pick the snacks or book for  

the evening.

•	Read aloud a chapter each night to your whole family from  

a book you loved as a kid.

•	Listen to audiobooks together in the car or while cooking.

•	After any family reading time, be sure to involve the whole 

family in discussion of what you read. You might ask your  

kids what happened in that chapter, how it made them feel, 

which part was their favorite, etc.

•	Share memories of your first and favorite books.
